*Select a product best suited for the job.

*Buy only what you can use entirely.

2. After you buy
*Read precautions and follow directions for safe use.

*Use recommended amounts; more is not necessarily better.

*Use the child-resistant closures and keep them on tightly.
+Share what you can’t use with friends or neighbors.

*Recycle/dispose of empty container properly.
