The Madison Department of Public Health is offering Madison citizens information
on the appropriate disposal of household hazardous waste. A series of five educational
brochures entitled "Hazardous Waste In Your Home - Here's What You Should Do!" have

been developed and are available to Madisonians.

Improper disposal of househcld chemicals can be a hazard to you, your family
and the environment. Hewever, many leftover home chemicals can be safely disposed of
by following simple guidelines. The disposal brochure series cescribes how best to
dispose of many leftover home products including: "Paint and Other Home Improvement
Products”; "Waste Oil and Other Automotive Products™; "Home Clesning Products"; "Home
and Garden Pesticides."”

A series of radio and television publie service announcements will be aired that
highlight key points of the educational brochures.

The public education campaign will be followed by a one day PESTICIDE CLEAN
SWEEP Collection Day in early October. The educational campaign and PESTICIDE

CLEAN SWEEP Callection Day are funded by a grant from the Environmental Protection
