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COLLECTION SITES

I. Choosing a Site

1. Accessibility. Choose an accessible site.

2. Easy to find. Choose a site with name recognition and with an address
which is each to find.

3. Parking needs. Does the site have ample parking?

4. Environmentally sound. Ask the local health department to comment.
Avoid sites near drains, streams, wells, vegetable gardens, etc.

5. Weather. Does the site make sense for the typical weather pattern?

6.  Non-absorbent surface under collecting area.

7. Community scheduled events. Double check other events scheduled in the
community at the same time. Will other events distract from yours?

8. Time of day/day of week/week of year.

9. Advance approvals from appropriate institutions. For example:

Health Department or Dane County.

10. A site which can be covered by 1iability arrangement.
11. A site where emergency response and evacuation is possible.
12. A parking lot near a fire station with a fire truck parked at the site

is an example of good siting.

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Provide:

a. receiving area

b. collection area (restricted to public)

c. packaging area (restricted to public).

Banner at collection site - several weeks in advance to acquaint
residents with its location.
Licensed hauler should:

a. Provide respirator and neoprene gloves for collectors/packers.
Collectors should wear long sleeves.

b. Provide lab packs with vermiculite, etc. for liquid hazards.

c. Label barrels by hazard class.
Organize volunteers for traffic direction, completion of intake forms,
ete.
Det:rmine if drop-off will be drive up or walk up, how close will car
park? .
Traffic pattern set-up, ropes, cones, signs. Collection process must be
controlled and not haphazard.
Record keeping - what wastes have been collected?
Intake forms - what they brought, determining where people are from -
how far, etc.
Plastic covering for area where wastes will be sorted and packaged.

15. No smoking signs.’
16. Spills vermiculite or kitty litter ready to use.
17. Unidentified/unidentifiabie products - how will they be handled?
18. Excluded products - How will they be handled?
19. Make an arrangement for recycling latex paint.
20. Provide a display to educate people about alternative to hazardous

chemicals.
21. Provide an area where unused home products (in original containers) can

be shared or exchanged.
