Research and Studies Committee 
view that a paper designated as a “peer reviewed posted document” allows the information to 
be shared with other colleagues and would fit the criteria of scholarship.  SRP endorses the 
terminology change to “peer reviewed posted document.”

Chairperson Schriefer showed an example of an e-portfolio that was demonstrated at the All 
Staff Conference. 

f. Discussion of “scholarship” in a technology-filled world 
SRP committee members referred a decision/policy/recommendation on “Scholarship in a 
Google World” to the University Committee.
