2. Lower registration cost to $100 for fulltime registrants instead of $125 like last year
3. Increase budget for keynote speaker from $1,500 to $3,000

4. Allocate $700 for tours

5. Allocate $400 for registration packets.

Mike Kornmann moved to adopt the above 5 recommendations. Karen Joos seconded the motion. Motion carried.
By-Law Update: Gary Korb has received minor by-law edits related to individual associations. These changes aren’t related to overall JCEP operations. He will forward the updates to Mary Lucas for the website.
