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Project Description
Agriculture teachers need up-to-date tools and information to meet the needs of their students. This youth-oriented instructor
education program and youth-oriented environmental assurance program is designed to ensure that future generations of
agriculture-based managers will incorporate environmental best management practices into their daily operations.

The purpose of this initiative is to develop and coordinate a multidisciplinary statewide Youth Livestock Environmental
Assurance Program (Youth-LEAP) that capitalizes on the strengths within Ohio. There exists a strong working relationship
between Ohio Livestock Coalition, Ohio State University Extension, state and federal government and various groups and
organizations utilized in the development of the Ohio Livestock Environmental Assurance Program (LEAP). Youth-LEAP further
incorporates and expands the expertise within the College of Food, Agricultural, and Environmental Sciences at The Ohio State
University to expand the target audience of this program. The Ohio State University is poised to make an innovative move

into Ohio’s high-school agriculture education programs and establish a center of excellence in the area of youth livestock
environmental education that integrates agriculture, food systems, and public health.




Actions

The project has created an education package on livestock environmental assurance specifically designed for
high school students.The information in the manual is based on research on environmental assessment and
pollution controls. The initial draft was created by research and outreach professionals and for agriculture
education faculty helped guide development of the packet to meet the needs of teachers of vocational
agriculture and high school biology classes. Secondary school teachers helped edit the packet and provided
valuable advice on how to distribute the module in the coming months.

Outcomes/Impacts
Teachers in Ohio are using the curriculum to meet designated benchmark requirements set by The
