Top ten takeaway lessons from today’s workshop:
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Ten:
Start by looking at existing data.  Do we really need to collect new data?

Nine:
Develop an analysis plan first.  Throughout the process, ask yourself “why are we doing this?”

Eight:
There is no single way to report results.  But guidelines for reporting to distinct audiences can help clarify your message.

Seven:
Descriptive statistics should be enough to make your case at the community level.  You can get to descriptive statistics without a computer.

Six:
Sampling can save time and money.  But it takes a bit of technical knowledge to do it right.

Five:

Know the limitations of your study, and report them when necessary.
