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Parent Survey:  Child’s Handwashing Practices—Instructions & Form (FY2010)

This evaluation tool is designed to be used after youth educational programming that meets the following criteria:
· The children were in grades pre-K through grade 3
· The lessons for the children were conducted with age-appropriate curricula that include at least one lesson on handwashing
· Arrangements are possible to have the classroom teacher or other agency staff person help with distribution and collection of the Surveys to and from the parents of the children.

This letter and questionnaire are designed to get parents’ feedback on changes in their children’s behaviors related to hand washing. The letter could be sent home to parents at the end of a series of lessons or about one week after a lesson on hand washing.  

Directions for the Evaluation
1. Personalize the letter template on the following page by using UW Extension letterhead for your county and inserting the information indicated.
2. The letter and the questions are available in both Spanish and English. Use either or both as needed.
3. Do not change any of the language in the letter unless indicated to personalize.  Human Subjects protection is built into the text of the letter.
4. Send the letter home with children after doing one or more lessons on hand washing.
5. Encourage children to have their parents return the questionnaires to the teacher by a specific date.  Ask the teacher to help you get questionnaires returned. One way to encourage children to return the questionnaires is to create a chart with a goal number and record how many questionnaires are returned each day. Celebrate with a cheer or low-cost incentives such as stickers once the goal is reached.

1. Count and summarize your survey results on the attached Summary Form.
2. Enter your survey result totals into the WNEP event statistics/costshare database.
