Dear UW-Extension Nutrition Education Coordinators and Family Living Educators,

As your Wisconsin Fruit and Vegetable Nutrition Coordinator, I am writing to inform you of some substantial changes that are happening regarding 5 A Day.  A new brand will be replacing the previous 5 A Day logo and messaging.   This new brand reflects the recent changes in the 2005 US Dietary Guidelines, which increased the daily recommended amount of fruits and vegetables to 2  to 6 ½ cups.  For more information on daily recommended amounts of fruits and vegetables, please visit mypyramid.gov.  

A national launch of this new brand is scheduled to take place on March 19th in San Francisco, California.  For more information on the new brand, I encourage you to visit the Produce for Better Health Foundation’s website at http://www.fruitsandveggiesmorematters.org. 

The new brand is a product of the collaborative work from both the Produce for Better Health Foundation (PBH) and the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC).  At the moment, PBH and CDC are currently establishing a memorandum of understanding.  Once this is in place, CDC will license the Wisconsin Department of Health and Family Services (DHFS) to use the brand.  Subsequently, DHFS will then be allowed to sublicense local agencies and organizations who would like to use the new brand.  Thus, until this process occurs, I wanted to make you aware of the following provisions:

· Materials containing the new brand that have been developed at the national (by CDC or PBH) or state (by DHFS) levels may be used.  

· Without a sublicense, other public sector entities (local and state level) may not develop materials with the brand or use the brand (name or logo) in newsletters, power points, or other forms of media. 

· If you have 5 A Day materials on hand, they can be used until January 2009.

Once the Wisconsin Department of Health and Family Services is licensed to use the new brand, UW-Extension will be contacted about the sublicensing process.  The sublicense is required for creating new materials, etc. using the brand.  In the meantime, DHFS has a limited amount of free, newly developed fruit and vegetable materials.  At your Family Living Conference in January you received packets of one of the new handouts, “Three Simple Steps to Eating More Fruits and Vegetables.” Please see the attached order form if you would like to receive a limited number of additional brochures or other materials we have available.
