NOTES & HINTS
· Definitions for Types of Education offered:
· “Group—Short series” = Series of 2 to 4 lessons; majority of the participants are the same at each session; the lessons are planned to build or reinforce in a series.
· “Group—Longer series” = Series of 5 or more lessons; majority of the participants are the same at each session; the lessons are planned to build or reinforce in a series.
· “Learn-while-you-wait” = A short  interactive teaching session facilitated by the WNEP educator utilizing a display, a flip chart, or similar resource for adults in waiting areas or similar locations
· “Individual learner” = A single lesson or series of lessons aimed at one participant or a small family-like group of participants, in a home or similar setting

· Entering teaching events for programming that includes both parents and their preschool children:
IF the planned educational component for the Parents is Direct Education:
Step 1.  Select the appropriate Agreement (should be categorized within the Educational Project “C. Preschoolers & Parents.”)
Step 2.  Enter a teaching event with the primary audience as “Parents of infants/children.” Enter the numbers and characteristics of the parents under this teaching event.
Step3.  Within the same Agreement, enter a second teaching event with the primary audience as “Youth 4 to 5 years” to enter the numbers and characteristics of the participants who were children. 
IF the planned educational component for the Parents is targeted Newsletters:
Step 1.  Set up the Newsletters for the parents as an Agreement with “Indirect Education” as the Type of Programming
Step 2.  Enter an event within the parents’ newsletter Agreement to capture the number and topic of the newsletters distributed.
Step 3.  Set up the direct educational programming for the preschoolers as an Agreement within the Educational Project “C. Preschoolers & Parents.”
Step 4.  Enter a teaching event within the preschoolers’ education Agreement with the audience as “Youth 4 to 5 years” to enter the numbers and characteristics of the participants who were children.

· Entering teaching events for groups that include both parents and their school age children:
Step 1.  Select the appropriate Agreement (should be categorized within the Educational Project “D. Parent groups or meetings.”)
Step 2.  Enter a teaching event with the primary audience as “Parents of infants/children.” Enter the numbers and characteristics of your adult participants under this teaching event—include the teaching topic that was offered to the parents.
Step3.  Within the same Agreement, enter a second teaching event with the primary audience as “Youth 6 to 11 years” to enter the numbers and characteristics of the participants who were children. Include the teaching topic that was taught to the children.

· “Other” Educational Project should be used sparingly, only when a better choice is not available
