WHEN FIRE ALARMS SOUND/FLASH

EXIT the building immediately using the most direct route possible.

In Case of Fire - Do Not Use Elevators- Use Stairway!

 

INDIVIDUALS WHO NEED ASSISTANCE

Individuals who need assistance during an evacuation are encouraged to identify and discuss with someone in advance who might assist them in leaving the building and/or who will inform emergency personnel of their presence and where they are located so that further assistance can be provided.</tbody>

1. Ask for assistance to the nearest EXIT or room near a stairway with a window.

2. Note the room number of location where you are. Ask someone leaving the building to notify emergency personnel of your location and further assistance will be provided.

3. If a phone is available, call 911. State your location. A UW Police dispatcher will verify your location. 

EMERGENCY EXIT POLICY

Currently no campus building has an Area of Rescue Assistance that is operationally approved. Areas of Rescue Assistance are designated places where people with disabilities remain temporarily in safety to await further instructions or assistance during emergency evacuations. The Emergency Evacuation Project Team has developed an interim emergency evacuation procedure for buildings without Areas of Rescue Assistance. At this time, the procedure applies to all campus buildings. As the Team develops Areas of Rescue Assistance, we will also be placing signs identifying the areas and providing training to staff within the building. Materials on emergency procedures for the building will be available for staff and students. It will be very obvious when and where areas of rescue assistance are created in a building.
