University of Wisconsin-Extension programs are supported by 
county, state and federal government, by the students who pay fees 
to participate, and by gifts, grants and contracts from both the public 
and private sectors.  Expenditures for the extension function state-
wide during FY 2003 totaled more than $185.3 million, including 
$20.7 million in federal funds, $65.1 million in state general purpose 
revenue (GPR), and $75.4 million in program revenue (student fees, 
gifts and contracts). The Corporation for Public Broadcasting (CPB) 
provided $3.8 million in funding. In addition, county government 
units contributed $20.3 million in shared salaries and support for 
faculty/staff based in the county and area UW-Extension offices.

The Broadcasting and Media 
Innovations division, including 
Wisconsin Public Television and 
Wisconsin Public Radio, operated on 
$21.7 million in FY 2003. The great-
